2. What are the potential losses we face by not letting God'’s love
flow through us?

3. What is one action you could take to intentionally share God's
love with others?

4. How would your life change if you made it a priority to give
away God's love daily, rather than just receiving it?

5. What risks might you encounter by choosing to live a life that
freely gives love? What could you lose? What could you gain?

Write: Allocate fifteen minutes this week to compose a summary of 1
John up to this point. Based on our study, what does living a Christian life
entail?

Memorize: Make it a goal to memorize 1 John 4:10. Spend time
meditating on this verse throughout the week and reflect on the true
nature of love.

Reflect: Set aside ten minutes this week to contemplate the moments
when God's love was evident to you through the actions of other
believers. Use this opportunity to strengthen your assurance in God's
love for you, while also crafting your testimony that God is the ultimate
source of love.

Pray: Dedicate ten minutes this week—five minutes on two separate
days—to seek God's assistance in embracing His love for you.
